Four, post or give the completed form to us at Garth, 22 West End Parade, Pwllheli, 
Gwynedd LL53 5PN, with a deposit of £300 if you’re ready to book your plot.  We can 
agree a time to walk round the wood with you and choose a location that you like.  
 
 The Eternal Forest Trust will file a copy of the completed document, together with 
details of the plot you have chosen, and return the original to you with a contract. You 
should place these securely with your will and other important papers, and tell your family 
where they will find them in the event of your death.  If we have agreed a location for 
your burial site, companion animals (pets) who pass away before you may be buried there.
